	Interview a grandparent or retired person about their housing requirements. This interview resource provides examples of questions you can use. Contact your grandparent/retiree  and arrange a time for an interview or online chat. This interview resource provides examples of questions you can use. Record the interview and share your findings with your class. Look at the advice that this person has shared with you and your generation. Explain why you think these were important ideas that they shared with you.

Read this article about older people choosing to flat. Compare two housing options for older people. Read this article about an older woman buying half a house on the Kapiti coast. List the advantages and disadvantages of buying half of a house/whare.

Compare the housing options for older people in your community. Investigate ways that the local council supports people with housing. 

Use the Retirement: looking ahead activity to investigate whether superannuation provides enough money to cover basic living costs. Discuss the benefits of owning your own home instead of renting when you are retired. Use this link to see what you might need when preparing for your retirement/whakatā Sorted retirement planner. Compare the financial support provided to older people in New Zealand with the support provided in other countries. 
	In a group, view the findings of The Retirement Villages Survey 2006.
Using this information and the information collected from your interviews, generate five options to support older people in your community to live independently. 

Justify each option and then present them to the class.

Evaluate how much local communities should be responsible for meeting the needs of older people.

Predict what might happen if NZ Super no longer exists by the time you retire. How would this impact on your living standards?

Choose a country and investigate the ways that older people are looked after. Evaluate whether it is better to be a retired person in your chosen country or in New Zealand. Justify your choice and present it to the class.

· People who develop retirement villages don’t have to provide options for people who can’t afford a home. Debate whether it should be compulsory for developers to make a proportion of their retirement/whakatā village homes available to people who can’t afford to pay for one.
